Here is an Environmental Services update as to what
is going on in the Village.
Bible Hill and the County of
Colchester are partnering
on a stormwater drainage
improvement project at
Pictou Road and Retson Drive
in Bible Hill. The project is
aimed at protecting adjacent
homes from flooding and includes the relocation of
an existing stormwater drainage course from private
properties onto Village property. The wet conditions on
the site are causing the work to proceed at a slower pace
than anticipated, however, the project is still proceeding
and should be complete by summer.
